If provided, use
handles when moving this heater. Keep combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows,
bedding, papers, clothes, and curtains at least 1 m from the front of the heater and keep them
away from the sides and rear. In order to avoid overheating, do not cover the heater.

e Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used near children or the infirm and whenever
the heater is left operating and unattended.

e Always unplug heater when not in use.

e Do not operate any heater with a damaged cord or plug or after the heater malfunctions, has
been dropped damaged in any manner, return heater to authorized service facility for
examination, electrical or mechanical adjustment, or repair.

Installation and Assembly

Your appliance is a wall-mounted, recessed appliance. Select a suitable location that is not
susceptible to moisture and is away from drapes, furniture and high traffic areas.

Front Glass Installation / Removal

1. Take off all screws from the top the glass panel. Fig.1-1

2. Tilt the front glass forwards, and have two people to move out the glass panel. Fig.1-2
3. Reverse these steps to re-install the front glass.

Ash Installation

A. Glass front must be removed and the appliance must be mounted in its final location
before the fuel-bed media are installed.
B. Carefully place the smoky crushed glass,bark,ash and clear crystals into the bottom tray

illustrated. Apply an even layer from side to side. Fig. 2
C. Place loose logs as decided.

Power

Plug the power cord into a AC 220-240 Volt outlet (see IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION on
Pages 2 and 3) .

Temperature Limiting Control

This heater is equipped with a Temperature Limiting Control. Should the heater reach an unsafe
temperature, the heater will automatically turn OFF. To reset:

1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet.

2. Turn the ON/OFF switch on the CONTROL PANEL to OFF. Wait 5 minutes.

3. Inspect the fire to make sure no vents are blocked, or clogged with dust or lint. If they
are, use a vacuum to clean the vent areas.

4. With the POWER switch in the OFF position, plug the power cord back into the outlet.
5. If the problem continues, have your outlet and wiring inspected by a professional.

Remote Control Battery Information

o Remote control uses two AAA batteries ( NOT Included )

NEVER dispose of batteries in fire. Failure to observe this precaution may result in an
explosion. Dispose of batteries at your local hazardous material processing center.

Care and Maintenance

Cleaning
f ALWAYS turn the heater OFF and unplug the power cord from the outlet before

cleaning, performing maintenance, or moving this fire. Failure to do so could result in
electric shock, fire, or personal injury.

NEVER immerse in water or spray with water. Doing so could result in electric shock,
fire, or personal injury.

Metal:

e Buff using a soft cloth, slightly dampened with a citrus oil-based product.

e DO NOT use brass polish or household cleaners as these products will damage the metal trim.
Glass:

e Use a good quality glass cleaner sprayed onto the cloth or towel. Dry thoroughly with a paper

towel or lint-free cloth.
e NEVER use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.

Vents:
e Use a vacuum or duster to remove dust and dirt from the heater and vent areas.

Plastic:

e Wipe gently with a slightly damp cloth and a mild solution of dish soap and warm water.

e NEVER use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.
Timber:

o Wipe with a damp cloth, NEVER use abrasive cleaners, chemicals or harsh cleaning products.
